Protected Information 
	All medical records and other individually identifiable health information used or disclosed by 	Southwestern Christian University Department of Intercollegiate Athletics athletic trainers, physicians, 	specialists, and other providers, whether electronic, paper, or oral. 

Student-athlete Control Over Health Information 
	A copy of Southwestern Christian University, Department of Intercollegiate Athletics “Notice of Privacy 
	Practices” is provided to you to inform you of your control over protected information. By signing the 
	‘Consent for Purposes of Treatment, Payment, and Healthcare Operations” you acknowledge provision of 
	this notice and opportunity to review the notice. 

	Southwestern Christian University may use and disclose student-athlete health information for the 
	purpose of diagnosing or providing treatments to you, obtaining payment for you health care bills or to 
	conduct health care operations of Southwestern Christian University, Department of Intercollegiate 
	Athletics. Additionally, student-athletes health information may be used and disclosed to Southwestern 	Christian University Media Relations Office and to the various media outlets, professional teams, and 
	representatives, parents/guardian, coaches, assistant coaches, and other athletic staff, teammates, 
	student athletic trainers and other students who are participating in the provision of sports medicine 
	healthcare, amateur athletic organizations, academic departments including specifically Southwestern 
	Christian University Athletic Student Life Office, and the Midlands Collegiate Athletic Conference, and 	National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics per my signed consent. 

	Student-athletes will be able to see their record as well as have the ability to get copies of their record, 
	and may request amendments to their records. A history of non-routine disclosures will be made 
	accessible to the student-athletes. 

	Student-athletes consent will be given before information is released before sharing your information for 
	treatment, payment and healthcare operations. Separate authorization must be obtained for non-
	routine disclosures and non-health care purposes. You have the right to request restrictions on the uses 
	and disclosures of your information. 

	Parental consent will be required, in addition to student-athlete consent, for any minor. 

	Student-athletes will have the right to file a formal complaint with Southwestern Christian University, 
	Department of Intercollegiate Athletics, or with the Department of Health and Human Services about 
	violations of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), or the policies and 
	procedures of Southwestern Christian University. 

Boundaries on Medical Record Use and Release 
	Student-athlete health information may only be used for health purposed, except as provided by law. 
	Health information may be used for purposed not related to health care except as provided per explicit 
	authorization from the student-athlete. Examples include but are not limited to: 

	Coaches Injury Reports 
	Media release of health care information 
	Release of health information to professional athletic organizations 
	Release of health information to amateur athletic organizations 
	Release of health information for athletic scholarship purposes  
	Disclosures of information will be limited to the minimum necessary for the purpose of the disclosure. 	This provision does not apply to the disclosure of medical records for treatment purposes because 	physicians, specialists, and other providers need access to the full record to provide quality care. 

Ensuring the Security of Student-athlete Health Information 
	Access to the protected information is available to athletic trainers, physicians and members of the 	sports medicine staff or Southwestern Christian University, Department of Intercollegiate Athletics. The 	protected information will be used for the purpose of diagnosing or providing treatment to you, 	obtaining payment for your health care bills or to conduct health care operations of Southwestern 
	Christian University, Department of Intercollegiate Athletics. Protected information will only be 	disclosed per this “notice of Privacy Practice” and per specific written consent of the student-athlete. 
	
	The Head Athletic Trainer shall be responsible for ensuring the procedures are followed.
	Employees and volunteer staff will receive training in privacy procedures. 

Balancing Public Responsibility with Privacy Protections. 
	Disclosure of health information without individual authorization may occur for purposes of: 
		Identification of the body of a deceased person 
		Identification of the cause of death 
		Public health needs 
		Research, limited to when a waiver of authorization is independently approved by a privacy 
		board of Institutional
		Institutional Review Board 
		Oversight of the heath care system 
		Judicial and administrative proceedings 
		Limited laws enforcement activities 
		Activities related to national defense and security 

Special Protection for Psychotherapy Notes 
	Psychotherapy notes are held to a higher standard of protection because they are not part of the medical 	record and are never intended to be shared with anyone else. 

State Confidentiality Laws 
	As required by the HIPPA law itself, stronger Oklahoma state laws (like those covering mental health, 
	HIV infection, and AIDS information) continues to apply.
