	1. All student-athletes must have a completed Athletic Training Packet on file with SCU Athletic
	    Training Services prior to any participation. These forms shall be updated annually at the calendar
	    year. Please provide documentation, i.e. a front/back copy of your medical insurance card as well
	    as a prescription and dental insurance cards (if applicable).

	2. The student-athlete will report all injuries or illnesses to an athletic trainer(ATC). If the injury or
	     illness is athletically related in accordance with the SCU policy, the following statements apply.

	3. The ATC refers the student-athlete to an SCU team physician or SCU-appointed specialist. If the
	     student-athlete has an established relationship with a physician, other than a SCU team physician,
	     the student-athlete must get authorization from a SCU ATC before scheduling an appointment.
  	     Failure to secure authorization before seeing a physician outside of the SCU network can result in
	     the student-athlete being responsible for all medical bills incurred with the visit.

	4. The student-athlete must take a referral form from SCU Athletic Training Services to all
	     appointments including but not limited to SCU team physician(s), SCU-appointed specialist(s),
	     diagnostic testing facilities, or any other authorized physician.

	5. Medical or hospital expenses incurred as the result of an injury while going to or
	     from class, while participating in classroom requirements (e.g., activity classes), or
	     intra-mural activities WILL NOT be covered.

	6. Non-prescription medications dispensed by an ATC shall be dispensed in single-dosage
	     packages. The ATC shall inform the student-athlete that s/he must be seen by a team
	     physician if additional medication is necessary.

 	7. You became injured while playing sports at Southwestern Christian University and you need some 
	     extended time on class projects. We will be able to communicate with your professors regarding your 
	     injuries and to what extent you might need further assistance in their class. 

	8. There is a medical emergency and we need to contact family and relatives. 

	9. To provide only pertinent medical information to amateur and professional sporting organizations. 

	10. In communication with medical doctors so we can assist in the best medical care for you while you 
	      are participants of Intercollegiate Athletics here at Southwestern Christian University.
